Some of the family's favorite dishes were her
coconut cake, cracklin' cornbread, squirrel stew, and her deer backstrap that
she had mastered getting the gamey taste out of. She loved to go hunting for
squirrels for her cooking. 

Beatrice was also very creative. She was always making something. She
sewed, quilted, and crocheted. Most of the things she made she would give
away to others for them to enjoy. She crocheted many strawberries, boots,
angels, purses with a penny (So you were never broke), and turtles. She
would often search craft books for inspiration and then make the things she
found there. 

She was simple and lived a simple life. She would help anybody who needed
it. She was the Queen of Sulphur and will be deeply missed by her family and
by so many friends and neighbors.
