Mr. Graves, after retiring from education in the Lewis Co. School System,
pursued other fields in the realm of education. He was the former executive



director of the Leadership Program Center at Eckard Youth Alternatives in
Largo, Florida. Mr. G was the former executive director of the Community
Services Agency in Columbia. Lastly, he was the former Accreditation
Coordinator/Quality Assurance Director at Highland Youth Center in
Hohenwald.

After complete retirement and after building a new house, he began
landscaping the property turning it into a show place throughout the years. His
wife, Cindy, lovingly crowned him the nickname of the "Happy Gardner." He
frequently gave a tour to friends and family.

Mr. G and his wife did quite a bit of traveling on their houseboat and their fifth
wheel, the latter of which was used to visit many places in the U.S.
