For over five decades, Texie was the supportive wife and mother of four
allowing her husband to impact the state of Tennessee for generations to
come. Family legacies include starting the Hospice Program at Hickman
County Hospital, supporting Centerville’s Camp Meribah and Tulipwood as
well as supporting Dr. Holladay to lead the community and receive honors
such as Man of the Year from multiple organizations.
